Questions

Can I recycle Aerosol Cans?

Empty steel aerosol cans are OK to recycle. In fact, they are a great
source of steel! Cans should be empty of any contents and be sure to
remove any plastic caps and place the caps in your trash.

If a new can cannot be recycled due to a nozzle malfunction, return
the can to the original point of purchase or save them for a Clean
Sweep Hazardous Waste Program.

What about Sharps... Sy »
Needles, Syringes & Lancets?

Sharps are extremely dangerous to MRF employees and are not
recyclable! The Public Health Dept.(273-6755) operates a program
that distributes Sharps Containers to the public at no cost.

Filled containers should be returned to the Public Health Dept. or
River Falls Hospital for free proper disposal.
